WCAC would like to explain the evaluation process that is currently taking place at the pool. That is correct, evaluations are not over - in fact, the WCAC coaching staff continues to evaluate all the swimmers throughout the year. We place swimmers in what groups we feel they would be best to start the year. This does not mean they will stay there the entire year, or even the entire first week. The evaluation process is ongoing, and it certainly will take a few weeks to make sure all the swimmers are in the correct groups. Please allow the WCAC coaching staff to work the groups out over the next few weeks. 

It is the philosophy of the WCAC board and coaching staff to error on the side of caution when placing kids in groups. The last thing we want is for a swimmer to become frustrated with the sport and begin to hate the sport of swimming. It is our mission to not only ensure that our swimmers improve throughout the season, but also learn to love the sport that the coaching staff  have grown to love. 

When we see a swimmer one time, and try to place them in a group, we will fully admit this is not an exact science. This is the main reason we continue to evaluate throughout the season. I assure you it will be obvious, to all the coaches, very early on if a swimmer is in a group that is too hard or too easy - and that is when I will approach the family and talk to them about a group switch. 

Many concerned parents have questioned group placement and ask how the swimmers were evaluated.  It is a common misconception that the evaluations are completed. That is why this is an ongoing process, and surely one that will bring a handful of changes to the practice groups in the beginning of the year.
